VINEYARDS

Our 92-acre estate was first planted in 1884 and is
sustainably farmed and hand-harvested. The climate of
the Livermore Valley is similar to the climate of Bordeaux,
and the Murrieta’s Well Estate benefits from its own
unigue microclimate within this area.

WINE STYLE

Both the Cabernet Sauvignon and the Petit Verdot were
fermented in individual 1-ton bins and punched down
twice dally.

FLAVOR PROFILE

Cabernet Sauvignon is an important varietal at Murrieta’s
Well, providing the backbone of our Red Meritage.
Blended with 12% Petit Verdot, the 2005 Los Tesoros
release has wonderful aromas of dark chocolate and
blackberry with a hint of mint, followed by cherry,
balanced tannins and a black fruit finish.

AGING

The Cabernet Sauvignon completed malolactic
fermentation in barrel and aged for 20 months. The Petit
Verdot completed malolactic fermentation in barrel and
aged for 17 months.
